Cultural Center, then stay for dinner and the
evening show

Sunrise Hike & Pearl Harbor

Get up before the sun and head out to
the Lanikai Pilloox Trailhead (bring a
headlamp). The half-mile hike to the
second pillbox will reward you with
stunning sunrise views overlooking the
Pacific Ocean. Reward yourself with a
banana pancake and macadamia nut
cream breakfast.

Optional Activities: Breakfast at Boots
& Kimo's Homestyle Kitchen, Walk along
Queen's Surf Beach, Tour Pearl Harbor

DAY 5 Stunning Views & Snorkeling

Another trail considered one of O'ahu’s best
(and most difficult) hikes is located near
Hanauma Bay Nature Preserve, so lace up
your shoes for an early adventure, then plan
to spend the rest of the day lounging on the
beach and snhorkeling in search of sea life.

Optional Activities: Hike the Koko Crater
Arch Trail (aka Koko Head Stairs); For a less
strenuous, but equally beautiful experience,
hike the Diamond Head (Leahi) Trail; Snorkel
at Hanauma Bay Nature Preserve

Scenic Drive & Guided Tour

Kualoa Ranch Private Nature Reserve has a
long history dating back to royalty in ancient
times. More recently, it's been the backdrop
for Hollywood blockbusters including Godzilla
and Jurassic Park.

Optional Activities: Drive along the scenic
Kamehameha Highway; Take a tour (or
several tours) at Kualoa Ranch
